1. Organization and Summary of Significant Accounting Policies
Chrganiztion

Techpoint, Ing. (together with its whollv-owned subsidiaries, the “Company’™) was aniginally incorporated in
California in April 20012 and reincorporated m Delaware in July 2017, The Company is a fabless semiconductor
company that designs, markets and sells mixed-signal integrated circuns for multiple video applications in the
security surveillance and automotive markets, The Company 15 headgquartered 1n San Jose, California.

Basiz of Consolidation and Sigaificant Accounting Policies

The accompanying consolidated financial statements include the accounts of the Company and have been
prepared in conformity with generally aceepted accounting principles in the United States ("GAAP7) and spplicable
rules and regulations of the Securities and Exchange Commission ("SECT), All imercom pany balances and
transactions have been eliminated. The functional currency of each of the Company’s subsidiaries is the US. dollar.

Foreign currency gains or losses are recorded as Other income, net in the Consolidated Income statements.

Revenue Recognition

The Company principally sells s products to distributors wha, in turn, sell to Original Equipment
Manufacturers (“OEM™) and onginal design manufecturers (“ODM™), contract manufacturers and design houses.
The Company accounts for revenue under Accounting Sandards Codification Topie 606 (“ASC 606", Reverne

from Comtracts with Customers. Under ASC 606, the Company satisfies its performance obligations and primarily
recognizes revenue upon shipment, at which time control of its products is transferred to its customers, The
Company applies the following five-step mode] for recopnimng revenue from contracts with customers: (1) identify
the contract with a customer, (2) identify the performance obligations in the contract, (3) determine the transaction
price; (4} allocate the transaction price to the performance obligations in the comtract; and (5) recogrnze revenue
when the performance obligation is satisfied.

Produst revenue consasts of sales of mixed-signal integrated circuits into the secunity surveillance and
automotive markets. The Company generally requires advance payments from customers and records thess advance
payments, of contract liabilities, as customer deposits on its consolidated balance sheet. Since the Company's
performance obligations relate to contracts with a dusation of less than ane vear, the Company has elected to apply
the opticnal exemplion practical expedient provided m ASC 606 and 15 therefore not required 1o disclose the
ageregate amount of the transaction pnice allocated to performance oblizations that are unsatishied or partally
unzatisfied at the end of the reporting peried. The Company provides product assurance warranty only and does not
offer warranties to be purchased separately. The Company allocates the transaction price to each distinct product
based on a relative standalone selling price. Kevenue is recognized when control of the product 15 transferred 1o the
Company”s customers, upon shipment, at which time the performance obligation 15 satisfied. The Company”s
shipping terms are primarily FOB (free on board) shipping point, whereby legal title, risks and rewards of
ownership, and physical possession are transferred to the customer upon shipment. Substantially all of the

Use of Maragement's Estinates

The preparation of consolidated financial statements m conformity with GAAP requires management to
make estimates, judgments and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liahilties and disclosure
of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and reperted amounts of revenue and
expenses during the reporting pertod. Sigrificant estimates included in the consolidated financial statements include
inventory valuation, valuation allowance for recorded deferred tax assets, and the valuation of goodwill and net
assets acquired via business combination. These estimates are based upon information available as of the date of the
consolidated financial statements, Actual results could differ materially from those estimates.
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Certain Significant Risks and Uncertainties

The Company operates in a dynamic industry and can be affected by a variety of factors. For example, any of
the following areas could have a negative effect on the Company m terms of its future financial position, results of
operations of cash flows; the general state of the U5, China and world economies; the highly cvclical nature of the
industries the Company serves, successiul and timely completion of product design efforts; trade restrictions by the
United States against the Company's customers in Ching, or potential retalistory trade actions taken by China; the
loss of any of its larger customers; restrictions en the Com pany's ability 1o sell 10 foreign customers due 1o
additional U.5. or new China trade laws, regulations and requirements; disruptions of the supply chain of
components needed for its products; fundamental changes in the technelogy underlying the Company s products; the
hirtng, tramning and retention of key em plovees; and new product design introductions by competitors.

The Compary has been impacted by adverse macroeconomic and geopolitical conditions, These conditions
include bast are not imated 1o inflation, foreign currency fluctuations, the COVID-19 pandemic, and the supply chain
challenges and disruptions caused by any of these events. Management continues o actively monitor the impact of
these conditions on the Company”’s financial condition, Lguadaty, operations, end-customers (including ns significant
end-customers), distributors, suppliers, industry, and workforce. The extent to which such events impact the
Company”s business, prospects and results of eperations will depend on future developments, which are highly
uncertain, The Company has made estimates of the impact of these events within its financial statements and there
may be changes 1o those estimates in future periods.

Concentration of Customer and Credi Risk

Financial instruments that potentially subject the Company o concentrations of credit risk consist principally
of cash and cash equivalents, mvestments, and trade recevables. Risks assocated with cash and cash equivalents,
and investments are mitigated by banking with, and investing i, creditworthy institutions. The Company generally
requires advance payments from customers. The Company also performs credit evaluations of its customers and
prowvides credit to certain customers in the nomal course of business. The Company has not mcurred bad debt write-
offs during any of the periods presented.

Concentration of Supplier Risk

The Company is a fabless producer of sem iconduciors and it currently relies on Taiwan Semiconductor
Manufacturing Company Limited and United Microelectronics Corporation (formerly Fujitsu Electronics America,
Ine.) to produce substantially all of its semiconductors. Also, it rehies on Advanced Semiconductor Engineering. Ine.
and Sigurd Microelectronics Corporation to assemble, package and test substantially all of its semiconductors to
satisty substantially all of the Company’s production requirements. The failure of any subcontractor to fulfill the
production requirements of the Company on a timely basis would adversely impact future results, Although there are
ciher subconiraciors that are capable of providing similar services, an unexpected change in either subconiracior
would cause delavs in the Company's products and potentially result in a sigrmificant loss of revenue.

Cash and Cash Equivalenis

The Company considers all highly liguid financial instruments purchased with an original maturity of three
months or less at the date of purchase to be cash equivalents. Cash and cash equivalents consist of cash on deposit
with banks, money market funds and commercial paper, the fair value of which approximates cost. The cash and
cash equivalents held with financial institutions are likely to exceed the amount of nswrance on the financial
instruments, potentially by significant amounts.

Financial Instruments

Financiml instruments held by the Company consist primanly of corposate bomds, commercial paper and
mioney market funds. The Company classifies the securities with remaiming maturities of twelve months or less as
short-term investments, and remaining maturities of over twelve months as long-term investments. The Company s
financial instruments are classified as available-for-sale, Unrealized gains and loases on securities, net of tax, are
recorded in accumulated other comprehensive income (loss) and reported as a component of stockhaolders” equity.,
Interest is included in Other income, net on the conselidated meome statements and comprehensive income.

The Compary evalutes the investments periodically for pessible other-than-temporary impairment ancd
reviews factors such as the length of time and extent to which fair value has been below cost basis, the inancial
condition of the ssuer, the Company”s intent 10 hold and whether the Company will not be required 1o sell the
security before its anticipated recovery, on a more-likely-than-not basis. 1f the declines in the fair value of the
investments are determined to be other-than-temporary, the Company reports the credit loss portion of such decline
in Other income-net and the remaining noncredit loss poriton in accumulated other comprehensive income (loss).

Fair Value of Finanetal Instruments

The Company estimates the fair value of certain financial assets and habalities based on available market
information and valuation methodologies considered to be appropriate. The valuation technigues used to measure
the fir values of the mstrument are based on quoted market prices or model-driven valuation using inputs derived
from or corrobarated by observable market data, See Note 4 “Fair Value Measurements of Financial Instruments™ of
these Notes to Consolidated Financial Statemenis for a further discussion on the fair value of fimancial mstruments.

Inventories

Inventones are stated at the lower of cost or net realizable value. Cost 15 computed using the standard cost,
which approximates actual cost determined on a first-in, first-out bases. Inventonies include work in process and
fimshed goods parts that may be specralized m nature and subject to rapid obsolescence. Because of the cyclical
nature of the market, inventary levels, ohaolescence of technology, and product life cveles, the Company generally
wrtes down myentones 1o net realizable value based on forecasted product demandd, Inventony write downs for
exeess quantity and technological ohaolescence are charged 1o cost of sales when evidence indicates clearly thata
less has been sustained. The amount wntten down for the vears ended December 31, 2023 and 2022 was 509
million and $0.9 million, respectively.

Froperty and Equipment
Property and equipment are stated al ¢ost less accunulated depreciation and are depreciated using the straight-

lne method over the estimated useful lives of the assets. The estimated useful lives range from two to three years for
computer cquipment and software, fumiture and leaschold improvements,

The Company evaluates the recoverability of property and equipment in accordance with ASC Mo, 360,
Accounting for Praperty, Plant, and Equipment. (" ASC 3607). The Company performs peniodic reviews to
determine whether facts and cireumstances exist that would indicate that the camying amounis of property and
equipment exceeds their fair values. 11 facts and circumstances indicate that the carmving amount of property and
equapment might not be fully recoverable, projected undseounted net cash Mows associated with the related asset or
group of assets over their estimated remaining useful lives are compared against their respective carmyng amounts.
In the event that the projected undiscounted cash flows are not sufficient to recover the carrying value of the assets,
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the assels are written down to their estimated fair values based on their expected discounted future cash lows
altributable to these assets.

Froduct Warranty

The Company generally warrants its products for one year from the date of shipment against defects. The
Company accrues for anticipated warranty costs upon shipment based on the numbser of shipped units, historical
analysis of the volume of product returmed under the warranty program, management’s judament regarding
anticipated rates of warranty claims and assocmted repair costs.

Research and Development Costs

Research and development costs are expensed s incurred, Such costs consist primarily of expenditures for
labor, benefits and mask sets, design, protodvpe and soltware expense.

Stock-FBased Compensation

The Compary measures the cost of emplovee services recerved m exchange for equity incentive awards,
including stock options and restricted stock unit awards, based on the grant date fair value of the award. The fair
value of a stock option award is estimated using the Black-Scholes option pricing model which requires the
Company to estimate certain key assumptions including, stock price, future stock price volatility, expected term of
the options, risk free rates, and dividend yields. The fair value of a restricted stock unit is determined based on the
fair value of the Company’s common stock on the date of grant. The Company adpusts compensation expense for
forfeiture of equity incentive awards as they oceur, The resulting cost is recognized over the period that the
employee is required 1o provide services for the award, which is usually the vesiing period The Company
recognizes compensation expense over the vesting penod using the straight-hne method and classifies these amounts
based on the department to which the related employee 15 assigned. See Note & “Stock-Based Compensation” for a
description of the Company s stock-bazed emploves compensation plans and the assumptions the Company uses to
calculate the fair value of stock-based emploves compensation,

Stock-based awards issued to non-employees are recognized as expense over the requisite service period at
their then current fair value, The Company determines the fair value of its stock-based awards issued to non-
employees utilizing the Black-Scholes option pricing model. S1ock-based compensation expense for stock-based
awards =sued to nonemplovees is recognized over the requisite service period or when it 1s probable that the
performance condition will be satisfied. The fair value of stock-based awards to non-employees 15 measured at each
reporting period until 8 measurement date is reached.

Incame Taxes

The Company accounts for income taxes using an asset and liahility approach as prescribed in ASC 740-10,
Income Taxes, The Company records the amount of taxes pavable or refundable for the current and prior vears and
deferred tax assets and liabilities for the future tax consequences of events that have been recognized m the
Company”s [inancial statements or tax returns. A valuation allowanse 15 recorded 10 reduce deferred 1ax assets when
it is more likely than not that a tax benefit will not be realized.

ASC T40-10 prescribes a recognition threshold and measurement framework for the Dinancial satement
reporting and disclosure of an income tax position taken or expected to be taken on a tax retumn. Under ASC 740-10,
& tax position is recognized in the financial statements when it is more likely than not, based on the technical merits,
that the position will be sustained upon exam ination, including resolution of any related appeals or litigation
processes. A e position that meets the recognition threshold is then measured to determing the largest amount of
the benefn that has a greater than 50% hkelhood of being realized upon settlement. The Company recognizes
interest and penalties related to unrecognized tax benefits as a component of the provision for ncome taxes in the
Consolidated Income Statements and Comprehensive Income,

The caleulation of tax liabilities involves significant judgment in estimating the impact of uncertainties in the
apphication of complex tax laws across multiple tax jurisdictions, Although ASC 740-10 provides clanfication on
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the accounting for uncertainty in neeme taxes recognized in the Onancial statements, the recognition threshold and
measurement Fram ewark will comtinue 1o require signifhicant judgment by management. Resolution of these
uncertainties in a manner inconsistent with the Company s expectations could have a matenal impact on the
Company s results of operations.

Recently Issned Accounting Provouncemenis Not Yer Adopted (As of December 21, 2023)

Critical Audit Matter Description

The Company assesses the value of inventory and writes down those inventories which are obsolete or in
excess of forecasted demand to the lower of their cost or estimated net realizable value. The Company s
estimates of forecasted demand are based upon analysis and assumptions including, but not limited to,
expected product lifecycles, product development plans and historical usage by product.

We identified the valuation of inventory as a critical audit matter because of the significant assumptions
management makes with regards to estimating the excess and obsolete write downs. This required a high degree
of auditor judgment and an increased extent of effort when performing audit procedures to evaluate the
reasonableness of inputs used in management”s valuation of inventory excess and obsolete write downs
including estimates of expected product lifecycles, product development plans and historical usage by
product.

How the Critical Audit Matter Was Addressed in the Audit

Our audit procedures related to the reserve for excess quantities and obsolescence including management s
estimate of expected demand, included the following, among others:

We tested the effectiveness of controls over the review and approval of the valuation of inventory for
excess and obsolete write downs, including controls designed to review the assumptions regarding
expected product lifecycles, product development plans and historical usage by product.

We obtained an understanding of assumptions behind the valuation of inventory for excess and obsolete
write downs, including the related projection of forecasted demand.

We selected a sample of inventory products and tested the forecasted demand by comparing internal and
external information (e.g. historical usage, contracts, communications with customers, expected
product lifecycles, product development plans, macroeconomic conditions), and inquiries with the
Company ” s employees outside of the accounting department with the Company s forecasted demand.

We performed a retrospective review by comparing management s prior-year forecasted demand with
actual product sales in the current year to identify potential bias in the inventory valuation.

We recalculated the net realizable value of inventory and compared our recalculation with the
subsequent sales invoices for the selected samples.
